The search committee may identify additional candidates as finalists for on-campus visits as
circumstances dictate.

Each finalist will go through a two-day campus visit. Depending on the travel arrangements for
each person, it is anticipated the schedule will be as follows:

The first day will include a tour of Pueblo, interview with CSU System Chancellor Joe Blake and
informal dinner with the search committee. The second day of interviews will take place at the
CSU-Pueblo Occhiato University Center and feature a structured schedule that allows for

Location: Cottonwood (ASG Chambers on Friday, 9/16)

e 3—4p.m.—Faculty. Location: Cottonwood (ASG Chambers on Friday, 9/16), overflow
