The meeting was called to order at 1:10 p.m. 
At the request of the Board Chair, Interim General Counsel Aurand began the meeting by summarizing the application of the open records law as it pertained to presidential searches.  Key points she noted included the number of Board members appointed to the search committee, and the resulting implications for noticing meetings, the need for a search committee to notice any meeting called to outline job responsibilities, and the implications of ultimately designating "finalists". 


Chancellor Penley then outlined a proposed process for the Board to consider.  The process included the establishment of a search committee, hiring of a search firm, staffing requirements, and steps required and timeline for the search.  After board discussion of these areas, and after hearing the perspectives of some of the individuals participating in the teleconference, the Board decided on the following search committee:


3 members of the Board, selected by the Board chair


2 members of the faculty, selected by the faculty


1 student, selected by the student senate


1 member of the CSU Pueblo administrative staff, appointed by the Board Chair and

1 member of the CSU System staff, appointed by the Board Chair and Chancellor


1 member of the senior administrative staff of CSU Pueblo, appointed by the Board 





Chair and Chancellor


2 members of the community, appointed by the Board Chair and Chancellor


This composition of the search committee was made as a motion by Jeff Shoemaker, and passed unanimously.  

Finally, the Board agreed that the Chancellor should solicit proposals for search firms, and that the Board should participate in the interviewing of such firms.  Final selection of the search firm shall be made by the Board.  

There being no further business, Mr. Shoemaker offered a motion for adjournment, seconded by Mr. Jones.  The motion carried unanimously at 1:55 p.m.
